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1 INTRODUCTION

The flail mower is designed to be used by 
experienced operators, trained in the safe 
operation of a skid steer and trained in the hazards 
related to using the flail mower and the safe use of 
the flail mower for the intended purpose. Operators 
will require personal protective equipment to 
reduce the risk from some hazards that cannot be 
completely eliminated or controlled by the design 
of the tool.

Care is required to ensure that the flail mower will 
not come across metallic objects, stones or other 
materials.

Flail mower tools are not designed for use in 
hazardous atmospheres where there is a risk of fire 
or explosion due to flammable gases or vapours. 
Use in hazardous, explosive atmospheres is 
prohibited.

Serious injury or death of the operator or bystanders 
may be caused if the tool is misused. Misuse may 
also cause damage to the machine carrying the 
implement.

5.3 Replace Cutting Teeth 5.4 Motor Shaft Seal

To prevent hydraulic motor damage, the motor 
shaft seal is designed to fail if case pressure 
exceeds 100 psi (689 kPa).
The motor shaft seal (A) has failed, verify case 
drain line is free flow to sump or reservoir. Also 
check drain line for blockage. Correct any problems 
before replacing shaft seal.

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The bearings are factory lubricated with a lithium 
or lithium complex base grease which is suitable 
for most applications. Select a grease that is 
compatible with a lithium or lithium complex 
grease.

The bearings should contain as much grease as 
speed will permit. A full bearing with consequent 
slight leakage through the seal is the best 
protection against contaminant entry.

Extreme situations may require a change in 
lubricating periods as dictated by experience.

Generally, a lower quantity of grease at frequent 
intervals is more effective than a greater quantity 
at extended lubrication intervals.

Typical lubrication quantity is 1 pump from a 
standard grease gun every 250 hours of use.

In the higher speed ranges too much grease will 
cause overheating. The amount of grease that 
the bearing will take for a particular high speed 
application can be determined only by experience. 
If excess grease in the bearing caused overheating, 
it will be necessary to remove grease fitting to 
permit excess grease to escape. 

5.7 Lubricate Rotor Bearings
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The flail mower is equipped with a case drain 
line that is to be routed to the skid steer hydraulic 
reservoir. 

It is normal for a hydraulic motor to have a slight 
amount of internal leakage. 

The case drain line will allow this internal leakage to 
be returned to the reservoir, preventing excessive 
pressure on the motor seal.  

Flail Mowers are equipped with a zero leak relief 
valve installed in the case drain line. 

If the case drain line is not connected or becomes  
obstructed, the zero leak relief valve will vent the 
pressurized hydraulic fluid to the atmosphere. The  
zero leak relief valve will self reset after hydraulic 
pressure reduced.

^ WARNING
Pressurized fluids can penetrate the 
skin.

Use body and face protection while 
searching for leaks. A tiny, almost 
invisible leak can penetrate the skin, 
thereby requiring immediate medical 
attention.

Use wood or cardboard to detect 
hydraulic leaks, never use your hands.

If hydraulic fluid is coming out of the zero leak relief  
valve, shut down machine immediately. Inspect the 
case drain line connection and lines. Contact your 
dealer if case drain lines and connection are good.

5.8 Zero Leak Case Drain Relief Valve

Rotor jammed. Remove material from rotor.
Low oil level. Check oil level. Add if necessary.
Low oil flow. Check flow control on skid steer. 

See your dealer.
Low pressure. Check valve open.

Excessive vibration. Cutting teeth worn or 
missing.

Replace worn, broken or missing 
teeth.

Debris lodged in rotor. Remove debris.
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7 STORAGE

1.	 Store flail mower in a dry place.
2.	 Clean flail mower thoroughly. Dirt and wood 

chips will draw moisture and cause rust.
3.	 Check condition of cutting teeth. Replace as 

necessary. (See Service and Maintenance 
section.)

4.	 Check for loose or missing hardware.
5.	 Paint parts as necessary.

7.1 Storing

1.	 Review Operator’s manual and check 
adjustments.

2.	 Check gear box oil level. Add oil as necessary. 
(See Service and Maintenance section.)

3.	 If parts have been replaced, verify they run 
properly.
